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1. About this Guide 

This messaging guide aligns the RethinkEd team around a unified platform narrative and differentiated story that 
connects every product under one purpose: to help every educator support the Whole Child and every learner reach 
their full potential. 

Its goal is to ensure that every message we share reinforces a single, clear idea of what RethinkEd stands for and why it 
matters now in K–12 education. 

Through feedback from the GTM team, two key challenges emerged: 

1. We often lead with products instead of the problems they solve, missing opportunities to connect with buyers’ 
most urgent needs. 
 

2. Our platform story isn’t fully cohesive. Each suite is strong individually, but we lack a unifying narrative that 
explains how they work together to deliver a Whole Child solution. Because of this gap, we do not convey: 

a. How we help districts teach and intervene in ways that are targeted, consistent and measurable.   

b. How RethinkEd brings together all the pieces districts need to achieve true whole child success, data 
visibility, skill development, intervention delivery, and staff wellbeing in one unified platform.  

c. How instead of juggling disconnected tools, districts can use RethinkEd to connect insights to action 
through one single platform/MTSS framework. 

This framework addresses both issues by grounding every message in buyer pain and linking each RethinkEd product to a 
single, connected platform story. 

The guide establishes a unified foundation for RethinkEd’s positioning and messaging, connecting the platform narrative 
with product-level differentiation so that every conversation begins with the district’s challenges, not our product list. It 
begins by defining the market context and the challenges districts face today, then introduces the RethinkEd platform as 
the solution, followed by individual suite overviews and key differentiation pillars.

2. The Challenges Districts Face Today 

K–12 districts are navigating one of the most complex and high-pressure moments in education. Student needs are 
increasing, educator capacity is decreasing, and fragmented systems are making it harder to deliver consistent support. 



1. Student Needs Are Growing and More Complex 
● Behavioral and mental health concerns are at historic highs. One in five students has a diagnosed behavioral or 

mental health condition, and many more struggle with unaddressed emotional challenges. 
● Chronic absenteeism and disengagement are rising. Attendance rates remain below pre-pandemic levels, 

particularly among vulnerable populations. 
● Academic recovery is lagging. Despite intensive efforts, many students continue to show gaps in literacy, math, 

and executive functioning skills. 

2. Educators Are Stretched Thin 
● Burnout and turnover are accelerating. Teachers, counselors, and special educators are leaving faster than 

schools can replace them. 
● Initiative fatigue is real. Educators are being asked to do more, with new programs, new compliance 

requirements, and limited time to implement them. 
● Professional learning often feels disconnected from daily reality. PD tends to be abstract or one-size-fits-all, 

leaving educators without practical tools they can use tomorrow. 

3. Systems Are Fragmented and Disconnected 
● Districts are juggling dozens of point solutions. One tool for behavior, another for SEL, a separate system for 

MTSS, special education, and professional development. 
● Data lives in silos. Without integration, it’s nearly impossible to see the full picture of a student’s needs or 

measure what’s working. 
● Educators bear the burden. Teachers and administrators are left to stitch together disparate systems, losing 

time they could spend supporting students. 

4. District Leaders and Administrators Are Under Mounting Pressure 

● District leaders face growing accountability demands. States, boards and communities expect measurable 
improvement across academics, behavior, and wellbeing, and proof that every dollar spent is driving results.   

● Funding is tightening. With ESSER dollars expiring, district leaders must identify sustainable, multi-year solutions 
that consolidate tools and budgets without sacrificing results. 

● School administrators feel that pressure daily. Principals and building leaders are tasked with improving 
attendance, discipline, wellbeing, and academic performance, often while managing multiple disconnected 

initiatives and limited staff capacity.5. The Result: A System Stuck Between Knowing and Doing 
● Districts know what works: multi-tiered, Whole Child support that addresses academic, behavioral and 

emotional needs. 
● But without an integrated way to connect frameworks, data, professional learning and interventions, they 

struggle to move from awareness to action. 
● Add to this a funding landscape, in which: 

● ESSER funds are winding down, creating urgency to identify sustainable, multi-year investments. 
● Mental health and MTSS initiatives remain eligible under IDEA, Title I and Title IV. 
● Districts are prioritizing platforms that tap into multiple funding streams, which is an advantage for 

RethinkEd given the platform’s modular design. 

 

 

The Market Opportunity for RethinkEd 

RethinkEd exists to close this gap. Our platform turns Whole Child theory into action, connecting curriculum, 
interventions, professional learning, and data so educators can act with confidence, consistency, and impact. We have 
the opportunity to own the “Whole Child + Whole Educator” space in K–12, backed by proven content, educator 
expertise, and trusted partnerships (see Appendix for explanation of Whole Educator concept). Where others talk about 
frameworks, RethinkEd helps districts make them real through tangible programming with visible outcomes, creating the 
conditions where learning and wellbeing thrive together. 
 

3. Positioning Foundations

RethinkEd operates within the broader EdTech market at the intersection of MTSS, SEL and Special Education. RethinkEd 
offers an integrated K-12 platform that helps districts translate Whole Child frameworks into consistent, daily practice. 

Competitive Alternatives 

When districts look for solutions, they typically encounter three paths - each with limits: 

1. Build it themselves. Some districts try to piece together their own systems, pulling resources from CASEL, state 
frameworks, online PD modules, and teacher-created lessons. This leads to: 

● Inconsistent quality and fidelity across schools 
● Enormous time burden on already-stretched staff 
● Lack of evidence-based practices 
● Difficulty tracking outcomes or proving compliance 

 
2. Buy multiple single-point solutions. 

Many districts buy separate products for behavior (e.g., PBIS apps), SEL curriculum, MTSS platforms, special 
education tools and professional development. This approach doesn’t connect the dots between academic, 
behavioral and mental health supports and creates: 

● Data silos that prevent holistic understanding of student needs 
● Implementation fatigue from managing multiple vendors 
● Inconsistent user experiences for educators 
● Budget bloat from overlapping functionality 
● Integration headaches that waste IT resources 

 
3. Adopt a Comprehensive Platform That Stops at Awareness 

Some districts invest in solutions that promise a “whole child” approach but focus narrowly on data collection or 
Tier 1 SEL lessons. They show where students struggle but offer little to help educators respond. The result is 
awareness without action and programs that fail to reach the students who need support most. 

These paths may check compliance boxes, but they don’t create real, systemic change. Educators are still stretched thin, 
trying to connect insights to action without cohesive systems or sufficient support. What districts truly need is a unified 
platform that identifies needs, delivers evidence-based interventions, supports educators with training, and tracks 
progress in one connected system.
